20/090 APPROVAL OF THE MINUTES OF THE COUNCIL MEETING HELD 16th FEBRUARY 2021 - it was proposed that the minutes be accepted as a correct record.

20/091 MATTERS ARISING – any item not covered by agenda or action list
20/086.c. Annual Town Council meeting and Mayor Making – it was agreed that the installation of the Mayor would happen remotely and any celebration would be delayed
20/092 POLICING ISSUES
a) Crime Reports  - no report had been received
Action: Town Clerk to request report from PCSO’s
b) Policing Issues – 
i. Councillors discussed the fact that Policing funding element of Council Tax will be increased by 7.1% and the Town needs to see how this funding is improving the service.
ii. Fleetwood Road Playing Fields – antisocial behaviour by young people is a major issue and has caused damage to the children’s play area
iii. Sycamore Drive – antisocial behaviour is still a major issue

i) Pavilion and playing surfaces
· Working Party including Kirkham JFC representatives – Cllr Harrison updated the Council on the project including the start of the drainage survey.
· Service Level Agreement – it was agreed that the revised Service Level Agreement 2021-22 should be sent to Kirkham Juniors FC
Action: Town Clerk to send copy of draft agreement to Kirkham Juniors FC.

· Social Media Campaign – it was suggested that a social media campaign regarding dog fouling on play areas and playing fields should be started.

· Cllr Dixon updated the Council on quotes for repairs to the fencing 

· SLA for playing equipment maintenance from Fylde BC – it was proposed that the agreement be approved and then Fylde BC recharged for the repairs to the fencing

· “No Dogs” signs from Fylde BC – Cllr Nulty reported that the signs had been installed by were not effective.

iii) Anti-Social Behaviour and Tree – discussion took place regarding a resident’s complaint that children were climbing a tree on the playing fields shouting, kicking the fence and looking into the houses and asked that the tree be cut back. The Council felt it inappropriate to take action until requested to do so by the Police to control antisocial behaviour.
d) Doorstep Green, Derby Road - it was noted that the fruit trees are still awaited.
e) Tree Planting Project –Cllr Dixon reported that the tree planting should be completed by the end of the month
