ii. Letter from Tangerine Holdings – a letter dated 9th April 2021 regarding planning for the erection of a North Stand had been received by some Councillors and had been circulated by Cllr Norris. The letter had been discussed with Andrew Stell (Fylde BC) and it was agreed that any comment would be inappropriate at this time.

b) 21/0057 Bradkirk Hall Farm, Weeton Road, Medlar-with-Wesham PR4 3NA – retrospective application. Mr Stell explained the Planning approach to this application and answered questions raised by Councillors. It was proposed that the Town Councillors response be Option A – no specific comment

c) 21/0202 Wesham Park Hospital Rehabilitation Unit - a single storey extension to West Facing side elevation of rehabilitation Unit. 
Councillors detailed concerns regarding this development which since the original application generated several additional applications some of which were retrospective. It was proposed that the Council make general comments regarding the overall development in respect of frontage line and height of extension, Option D.

d) 21/0338 Mowbreck Hall Farm, Mowbreck Lane, Medlar with Wesham, PR4 3HA – erection of agricultural building.

e) 21/0343 8 Teal Close, Medlar-with-Wesham, PR4 3JT – single storey extension and replacement of existing fencing to side of dwelling with brick wall and gate up to 2 metres in height. 
Councillors expressed concerns regarding the height of the fence and gate if it is higher than the existing fence line – Option D

43 Station Road, Wesham – the Town Clerk advised the Council that no application for a change of use of the property had been received. Councillors agreed to formally approve the comments relating to highways, parking and social impact made to the Licensing Authority at Fylde BC and asked the Town Clerk to attend the hearing on their behalf.

a) Public Realm Monies Project:  Wesham Regeneration – the Town Clerk advised that comments and complaints regarding the project had been forwarded to Steven Kyle and his responses circulated. Councillors made additional comments re drop kerbs to paved areas and weight limits.
