18/136.d. Bank Accounts – the issue of adding Community Centre Accounts is now with the Bankline Customer Support Team

20/006.a. George Bamber Memorial Bench – it was agreed that this is not a priority. Cllr Nulty will get quote for repairs and weather proofing.
20/014.b.i,Fleetwood Road Playing Fields used for social gathering and BBQ – it was agreed that a key safe should be put on the outside of the building to allow access to CCTV
20/024.f. Signage re: Dogs – added to Handyman’s job list.
20/028.d. Fibre Broadband on Pastures Development – Town Clerk had written to Mark Menzies MP and his response had been circulated. Cllr Harrison had sent a letter to a third-party organisation responsible for overseeing broadband access.
20/032 POLICING ISSUES
a) Crime Report for July and August 2020 – Town Clerk has requested these reports.
b) Traffic issues – there has been no response from the Police in relation to complaints regarding speeding and anti-social behaviour. Parking on Garstang Road North and Church Road is an issue and complaints had been made to the Police.
c)  Policing Issues – Councillors raised concerns about the lack of Police presence and visibility.
d) Meeting with Chief Constable Andy Rhodes – Cllr Nulty report that meetings with the Police at Fylde BC focussed on Covid 19 enforcement. It was agreed that a meeting may not be useful at this time
20/033 PLANNING -

a) Mill Farm Sports Complex – it was noted that there is still no enforcement action being taken by Fylde BC although another meeting between the developers anf representatives of Fylde BC is taking place. It was agreed that the Town Council should request that the Fylde BC complaints procedure should be commenced in relation to lack of enforcement.
b) 20/0496 1 Meadow Crescent, Medlar-with-Wesham, PR4 3BB – Removal of existing Boundary Hedge and erection of fencing to a height of 2.1 meters on the southern (side) boundary facing Market Street and 1.2 metres on the eastern(front) boundary facing Meadow Crescent. It was proposed that the observation of “no specific observation” sent to Fylde BC be confirmed

c) 20/0515 Bradkirk Hall Farm, Weeton Road, Medlar-with-Wesham PTR4 3NA: retrospective application for change of use of agricultural land to create hardstanding vehicle parking and storage area associated with adjacent industrial premises. It was proposed that the observation of Option C – the Council object to the proposal and the comments made be confirmed.

e) 20/0596 Wesham Hospital Rehabilitation Unit, Mowbreck Lane, Medlar-with-Wesham – refurbishment of existing building. It was proposed that the observation of Option B  the Council support the proposal be sent to Fylde BC be confirmed

f) 20/0602 Land adjacent to Little Tarnbrick Farm, Blackpool Road, Kirkham - application to discharge condition 18 (surface water) and 19 (contaminated land) of planning approval 12/0635. It was proposed that the observation of Option D the Town Council wishes to make specific comments on the application and ask Fylde BC for specific assurance that removal of the condition will not affect the drainage in surrounding areas.
