a) Public Realm Monies Project:  Wesham Regeneration – Following an enquiry from the NHS regarding the Community Centre being used as a vaccination hub it was agreed to ask that the project be put on hold.

b) Open Spaces – it was agreed that the planting of spring bulbs needs adding to SLA.

d) Fleetwood Road Playing Fields
i. Pavilion and playing surfaces – Cllr Harrison reported on meetings with Kirkham JFC.
· They are trying to resolving drainage issues and a consultant will report after 5 test bores have been made.
· Information regarding water supplies and drains under the field is required

· A Quantity Surveyor & builder have been asked to draw up plans and get quotes.

· Service Level Agreement (SLA) - it was agreed that the needs updating.

· Design for Poster regarding Dogs – it was agreed to ask KJFC to submit designs

Action: Cllr Harrison to forward request to KJFC
