18/136.d. Bank Accounts – the online Town Council account is working and we are now trying to add the Community Centre account to Bankline.
19/085.a.iv 13/0655 Mill Farm Stadium – letter of complaint to FA Lancashire had been distributed for comment. It was agreed that the ruling regarding illegal signs was being flouted should be included and the report produced by Cllr Nowell regarding car parking numbers should be attached.

20/004 PLANNING -

a) 20/00272 Three Nooks Wood, Weeton Road, Medlar Lane, Medlar-with-Wesham PR4 3WA:  application for the erection of agricultural building to accommodate a mobile grain dryer. It was that the Town Council should respond with Option D – the Council wishes to make Comment on the application The comment being that the Town Council supports agricultural and requests that a condition be placed on the approval that the building can only be used for agricultural purposes

b) Mill Farm – it was noted that there are issues regarding cutting down/back of trees and erection of additional notice boards. It was proposed that two lines of actioned be taken
·       Illegal signs – the signs are now advertising business sites available and claiming outline 
            planning permission, which is false.
Action: Town Clerk to write to Andrew Stell (Planning Fylde BC), copy Chris Gallagher (Enforcement Officer Fylde BC ) to identify the problem and ask what action will be taken 
·      Cutting Back/down of trees 
     Action: Town Clerk to write to Forestry Commission and similar organisation regarding this 
      activity.
c)   Planning Applications – no applications have been received after 7th May 2020 for observation and comment.

20/005 PLAYING FIELDS and OPEN SPACES 

a) Open Spaces
i.  Open Spaces Contract - it was noted that comments have been positive with the exception of one regarding flower beds by Fleetwood Road Playing Fields which has been followed up with contractor.
Action: Town Clerk to ask about hanging baskets, summer planting of flower beds etc

ii.  Trees for Fleetwood Road Playing Fields and Doorstep Green  - it was noted that no quotes were available for discussion and a decision would need to be made at next meeting for Autumn planting
Action: Cllr Ball to follow-up request for quotes

iii. Mole catching – the number of molehills on Fleetwood Road Playing Fields has increased. The Open Spaces Contractor is willing to set traps then remain on site and provided a quote. It was proposed that 1 days pest control be requested

iv. Grant for trees – Cllr Nowell reported that he had reviewed what was available and it was not suiitable for Medlar-with-Wesham
b) Fleetwood Road Playing Fields
i. Nettles around edge – the complaint from a resident was noted and will under review
ii. Use for social gathering and BBQ – the Police and Councillors have received complaints and the Town Council will access CCTV as this might provide information
c) Doorstep Green, Derby Road – Fylde BC have requested that part of the Dog Walking sign be covered and they will erect lamp post signs
Action: Town Clerk to paint out relevant lines on sign
d) Bowling Green – it was proposed to allow the green to open to members of Wesham Bowling Club only under the guidelines issued by British Crown Green Bowling Association
Proposer: Cllr Nulty      Seconder: Cllr Harrison    Vote: All in favour

Action: Town Clerk to ask for a copy of the Risk Assessment
e) Realm Monies Projects: Wesham Project 
i) Request for final plans and costing from Fylde BC – these are awaited

b) Update on Centre and usage - all usage had ceased on 22nd March 2020. It was understood that the Preschool were hoping to reopen with effect from 1st June 2020 but according to Government Guidance Community Centre were still under lockdown. It was noted that risk assessments, deep cleaning, guidance to users etc will have to put in place prior reopening.
Action: Town Clerk to write to the owner of Preschool advising her that the Centre was still in a lockdown situation.
c) Furloughing of staff – it was agreed to remind staff that no work for the Community Centre should be undertaken if their roles had been furloughed.
Action: Town Clerk to contact CC Manager to ask that all enquiries/issues etc regarding the Community Centre be forwarded to her.
20/009 EVENTS - Cllr Harrison stated that it was hope to do an event post lockdown event and asked for ideas to be sent to him.
