20/021 MATTERS ARISING

18/136.d. Bank Accounts – a response from Bankline Customer Support is awaited to enable the addition of the Community Centre account to bankline.
19/085.a.iv 13/0655 Mill Farm Stadium –  it was agreed that a zoom meeting would be called to discuss letter of complaint to FA Lancashire distributed for comment. 
20/006.a. George Bamber Memorial Bench – Cllr Nulty is awaiting details of quote for repairs and weather proofing. It was agreed that the work to be done in Autumn
20/014.b.i,Fleetwood Road Playing Fields used for social gathering and BBQ – there was no update on access to CCTV.  The Town Clerk said there may be keys in the safe
20/014.b.iii. Fleetwood Road Playing Fields: problems with moles – there had been no success catching moles. It was agreed that this issue could be linked to any drainage works. 

20/014.c. Doorstep Green, Derby Road – it was noted that Cadent Gas no longer want to use part of area as a works compound.

20/022 POLICING ISSUES
a) Crime Report for June 2020 – it was noted that the report has been distributed by email.
b) Traffic issues – discussion took place regarding problems including speeding and anti-social behaviour on the highways.
Action: Cllr Nowell to contact Lancashire Road Safety Partnership regarding help and advice.
c)  Concerns regarding Police presence – Cllr Nulty reported on Fylde BC meetings with the Police and agreed to send contact email addresses.
d) Parking on pavement – this continues to be a problem on Garstang Road North
e) Meeting with Chief Constable Andy Rhodes – Councillors agreed that there is a need to meet with a high-ranking Police Officer

20/023 PLANNING -

a) Mill Farm Sports Complex – there was no update on the action regarding complaints sent to Fylde BC and enforcement of building conditions.
b) 20/048 Junction of Garstang Road & Station Road, Medlar-with-Wesham, PR4 3AD – consultation from BT relating to proposed removal of pay phone. It was agreed to request that the phone box be retained to house a defibulator.
c) Planning Applications – no applications had been received after 16th July 2020.
20/024 PLAYING FIELDS and OPEN SPACES 

a) Open Spaces – there was no report on a meeting with contractor regarding flower beds, hanging baskets and planters. Councillors report further complaints regarding the poor quality of hanging baskets and lack of bedding plants. It was agreed that a meeting with the contractor is needed.
Actions:   1) Town Clerk to organise meeting with Contractor in September 2020

2) Remind contractor that all communications must be through the Town Clerk. 

 3) Town Clerk to distribute SLA for Open Spaces to Councillors.

b) Fleetwood Road Playing Fields
i) Play equipment – the email from Fylde BC regarding reopening was noted. Councillors expressed concerns that due to poor decommissioning the pay areas had been used throughout lockdown.
ii) Playing surfaces – an email from Kirkham Juniors regarding improving drainage. 
 Action: Town Clerk to request Site Meeting evening suggest dates & times
c) Barrier – Councillors discussed repairs, tracing those responsible and that a longer-term solution was needed.
Action: Cllrs Nowell and Taylor to inspect damage on Thursday evening

d) Tree Planting Project – was agreed to obtain a second quote
Action: Cllrs Norris and Nowell to visit Maple Farm
e) Doorstep Green, Derby Road 
i) Tree Planting Project - see 20/024.iv further quote to be obtained.
ii) Shelter in dog walking area – it was noted that there was damaged but it was agreed to leave repairing until restrictions were lift
iii) Footpath to dog walking area – it was noted that this is in poor condition and agreed any repairs would be a future project

f) Realm Monies Projects: Wesham Project
i) Project Plans from Fylde BC – an update was given by Cllr Nulty. Phases 1 & 3 are to take place. It was agreed that Phase 2 is a potential Community Project
ii) Request for final plans and costing from Fylde BC – it was noted that these are still awaited. Councillors agreed that dates for the project are urgently needed.

· Drainage issue – Cllr Taylor reported on site visit. The water has nowhere to drain to. It was agreed to hold a site visit and meeting with Allotment Holders on Saturday 8th August 2020 at 10am

i) Fleetwood Road site – no update has been received regarding boundary fence and associated issues. 
Actions: 1) Town Clerk to contact Father Andrew. 
              2) Cllrs Taylor and Nowell to do a site visit.
f) Signage re: Dogs – it was agreed that request from Town Clerk to paint out part of the wording be added this to Handyman’s job list. 
Action: Councillors to advise Handyman of work to be done

a) Weeton Road Closure for resurfacing 24-08-2020 to 28-08-2020 - email from Lancashire CC dated 15th July 2020.   Councillors agreed that more traffic measurers were needed an identified on the plan.
