18/136.d. Bank Accounts – the issue of adding Community Centre Accounts is now with the Bankline Customer Support Team

20/006.a. George Bamber & Arthur Stell Memorial Bench – Cllr Nulty report that the work would be done in the spring.
20/024.f. Signage re: Dogs – new signs have been erected on Doorstep Green but don’t have a consistent message and are wrapped around lamp posts making them difficult to read.

20/043.a. Government White Paper Consultation “Planning for the Future” – to note the Council response has been sent to the Government

20/052 POLICING ISSUES
a) Crime Reports  - receipt of reports for August, September and October 2020 as noted but Councillors expressed concern regarding a lack of information.
b) Policing Issues –  it was noted that drug related arrests had been made in in Wesham. Councillors agreed that more information was required.
20/053 PLANNING -

a) Mill Farm Sports Complex – the response from Andrew Stell’s regarding the request for update and further action was discussed. It was agreed to request that Fylde BC complaints procedure be commenced due to the lack of action regarding enforcement
 Action: Town Clerk to draft letter for Councillors to comment upon
b) Planning Applications – no applications had been received after 6th November 2020 for observation and comment.
Action: Town Clerk to follow up on retrospective planning applications that had been refused
20/054 PLAYING FIELDS and OPEN SPACES 

a) Public Realm Monies:  Wesham Regeneration Project – work has commenced and Councillors raised several issues.
Action: Town Clerk to ask for an update, express concerns regarding dumping of waste in flower beds and safety issues including the trip hazard created by the removal of a wall not being fenced off.
b) Open Spaces – the issue of overgrown shrubs on Mill Farm roundabout and highway verges opposite was raised.
Action: Town Clerk to report issue to Lancashire CC

c) Bowling Green – a letter and cheque has been received from the Bowling Club. The issue of the Bowling Clubs contribution to the upkeep of the green will be part of Finance Committee meeting on 24th November 2020.
d) Fleetwood Road Playing Fields
i) Pavilion and playing surfaces – Cllr Harrison to report on 2 meetings with Kirkham JFC.
The first meeting discussed drainage and KJFC to look for funding. They will require permission required to dig test trenches.
The second meeting discussed plans for the Pavilion. There are two options either to gut and undertake work in a single project or secondly undertake the work in stages.
 It was proposed and agreed that the agreement should be for 10year running and be reviewed every 5 years.

ii)  Play area – Councillors raised issues relating to the damaged railings and surface.
Actions: Cllr Nowell to take photographs of the damage
                Town Clerk to forward complaints to Fylde BC
e) Doorstep Green, Derby Road 
i) Dog Walking Area – shelter needs repairing and graffiti removing from roof panels, It was agreed that this should form part of the Finance Committee discussion. 

Action: Town Clerk to check on graffiti remover at the Community Centre.
ii) Quad Biking - complaints has been received regarding quad biking on the area. As this is not allowed on this area the complaints have been forwarded to the Police.

f) Tree Planting Project – it was noted that the tree planting will start during next few weeks. Cllr Harrison offered to met the contractor on site at the start of the project to confirm positioning of the trees.

Action: Town Clerk to send formal order and ask contractor to contact Cllr Ball for keys

i) Morland Avenue site- no update   
ii) Fleetwood Road site – response from Father Andrew was noted. Repairs to boundary fence & better fencing are still safety issues.
20/055 HIGHWAYS AND RAILWAYS
a) Flooding – 
i) Drain clearing on Mowbreck Lane has taken place. 
ii) The gulleys on Fleetwood Road are full of leaves and this has been reported to Lancashire CC

b) Unadopted Alleyways and fly tipping – the email from Andrea Jackson (Fylde BC) dated 20th October 2020 regarding flytipping was discussed.
 Action: Town Clerk to respond stating Council are unable to help due to lack of resources.
c) Christmas Trees – Cllr Dixon reported that Kirkham Lights had arranged trees to be put up on various property. Cllr Ball advised that the tree for the memorial will arrive on Friday. 
d) Kirkham and Wesham Station – the email from Tony Ford dated 10th November 2020 was noted. The email gave an update on the work done by South Fylde Community Rail Partnership including the Railway Trail and History Poster.

e) Christmas Collection Arrangements for refuse and recycling – the email from Clare Blyth (Fylde BC) dated 10th November 2020 was noted.
